Objectives and Investment Policy

The investment objective of the Fund is fo provide a return of 6.0%
(after deduction of fees) over the long term (5 years) whilst being
manged with an annualised volatility target of between 6% and 8.5%,
over the same period.

The Fund will seek to achieve its objective by investing at least 80% in
active and passive (that is those investments which aim to track the
performance of various financial indices) collective investment
schemes (including funds managed and/or operated by the ACD)
and exchange traded funds through which it will have exposure to
investments including equities, fixed income, alternatives and cash.
There is expected fo be a balance between exposure to higher risk
assets (such as equities) and lower risk assets such as cash, alternatives
such as absolute return strategies and fixed income. At least 40% of
the exposure of the Fund is expected to be to such lower risk assets.

The Fund may also invest in equities, fixed income, money market
instruments, deposits, cash and near cash.

The Fund may hold derivatives for Efficient Portfolio Management
purposes.

As noted in the objective, the portfolio of the Fund will be constructed
in such a way that the volatility target for the Fund will be between 6%
and 8.5%. For the avoidance of doubt, this does not necessarily mean
that actual volatility will be at this level as realised volatility may be
different from the assumptions made by the Investment Manager.

The Fund will not have any particular geographic, industry or
economic sector focus and as such weightings in these may vary as
required.

The Fund will be actively managed.

Derivatives (that is sophisticated investment instruments linked to the
rise and fall of the price of other assets) may be used for efficient
portfolio management purposes.

You can buy and sell shares in the Fund on any business day.

If you hold accumulation shares, income from the Fund will be added
to the value of your investment (i.e. dividend income will be included

in the value of your shares).

If you hold income shares, any income from the Fund will be
distributed four times a year.
